“Struck by” Accidents

Safety Tips:
· Keeping areas of harm clear of employees, vendors and equipment.
· Truck Drivers – Remain in cab or stand outside area of harm while trailer is being loaded.
· Once loaded, drivers should travel to safe area to cut overhangs, secure straps/load and place flagging.
· Wear highly visible fluorescent safety vest – “See and be seen”.
· Making hard hats mandatory for all logging sites.
· Making steel toed boots mandatory for all logging sites.
· Daily site safety assessment by crew chief.
· Proper first aid kit(s) readily available.


Slip, Trip & Falls

Safety Tips:
· Always use 3 points of contact when accessing to and from equipment/trucks.  Train Employees 
· Never face away or jump from any equipment.
· Repair any broken or worn hand holds or footsteps immediately.
· Keep handholds and footrests clean and free of debris, mud, oil that inhibits a safe grip.
· Good Housekeeping reduces exposures to slips, trips and falls.

Motor Vehicle Accidents

Safety Tips:
· Fleet safety program is necessary.
· Driver selection must be based on an MVR history.
· Implement a distracted driver prevention program.
· Implement a drug-free workplace program.
· Always follow DOT requirements.
· Telemetric monitoring (speed/brake monitoring)
· Weighted scales to reduce potential overloading.
· Regular maintenance schedule for all trucks and trailers.
· Self-Inspection process prior to each trip.
· Ensure all loads are properly secured to prevent shifting.
· Ensure all safety equipment is on each truck.  (Fire Extinguisher/First Aid Kit)
· Always post “Trucks Entering Highway” signs 500 feet in both directions where logging trucks exit site to access public roadway.
· Using contract haulers?  Make sure you receive a copy of the certificate of insurance from all subcontracted haulers.

Cuts:

Safety Tips:
· DO NOT remove guards
· Always use “Lock Out, Tag Out” procedures.  Cut power sources.
· Wear Personal Protective Equipment – gloves, aprons and chaps.
· Keep hands, arms and appendages away from any area of harm.

Strains:

Safety Tips:
· Develop and implement manual lifting policies.
· Train employees on lifting safety.  
· Always use mechanical lifting when available.
· Use pipe or cheater bar to gain force.
· Use multiple people to assist with heavy lifting.

Eye Injuries:

Safety Tips:
· Always wear protective eyewear.
· Close windows on cabs or loaders, skidders, dozers while cutting.
· Place portable eye wash bottles on the logging crew leader’s truck or equipment.
